3. Owners and operators must fill out a renewal to get the 

permitting process started.

4. Permits will be in your documents tab once completed.  

5. The owners and operators do not have a view of their sites.

6. Consultants for Trust Fund work also needed access to sites. 
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Some Troubles 

1. Owners and operators claiming their sites.  

2. Certain items were not turned on or were included in later 

releases.

3. When new releases came out.

4. Passwords expiring in 90 days and getting them changed

5. Letters and notifications.

6. Data loss

7. Spinning lag of the system.
